What is MAT-EX?

MAT-EX was established in 1992 as a reuse program for businesses in a six county region. Over the years it  has expanded to include nineteen counties in Western and Central New York. MAT-EX typifies the adage that “one man’s trash is another man’s treasure.”

Any individual, business, school or institution, non-profit service organization, or government agency in the nineteen county region may use MAT-EX to locate users for surplus materials previously discarded, or to find free or inexpensive materials.

As MAT-EX has grown and expanded geographically, some confusion has arisen over who can utilize the program and what materials can be listed.  Following is a checklist that you can use to determine whether your material fits in the MAT-EX Program.

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Proposed State Legislation Shows Environmental Concern & Commitment

Mat-Ex: Western/Central NY Materials Exchange provides an opportunity for materials that might otherwise be landfilled or incinerated to be reused.  Reuse is second on the State’s hierarchy of how solid waste should be handled, the first being waste reduction. GLOW’s partners in Mat-Ex and the residents, businesses, institutions and government agencies that use it, generally do so because they are committed to improving the environment. There are numerous bills that are proposed in the State legislature each year. Hundreds of them focus on environmental issues.  Following are just a few: 

A03073/S02961-Would prohibit open burning of solid waste (garbage) in towns under 20,000 in population. 

A02517/S01290-Known as the Bigger Better Bottle Bill, this bill would expand the list of deposit bottles from the current carbonated beverages only, to include bottled waters, juices and teas. It also increases the amount going to handlers and sends unclaimed deposits to the Environmental Protection Fund (EPF) for municipal waste reduction and recycling programs. It would not include milk containers. 

A01454/S01287-Would establish an electronic equipment recycling program through DEC, who would develop and implement means of collecting, storing, transporting, processing and recycling of these items. It would also ban cathode ray tubes (CRTs) from landfills and provide for penalties, which would be deposited in the Environmental Protection Fund (EPF) for implementation of the program.

A0302-Would impose a $10 fee on the retail sale of CRTs, prohibit their disposal with mixed solid waste and impose civil penalties for violations. Fines would be deposited in the EPF for use in electronic equipment recycling programs.

A01455/S01563-Directs the Commissioner of DEC to promulgate rules and regulations providing for the recycling, reuse and remanufacture of electronic equipment and defines “electronic equipment”.

A03390/S00636-Requires businesses that sell wireless telephones to accept, at no charge, used models for recycling or reuse.  Prohibits any

person from knowingly disposing of, or incinerating, a wireless telephone.

A05884-Requires fairs, shopping centers and amusement parks to provide recycling containers and to participate in available recycling programs.

A04793-Tightens up current source separation laws by clarifying the obligation of waste haulers regarding handling of source separated recyclables and prohibits co-mingling them with other materials. Prohibits landfills and incinerators from accepting recyclables.  Also specifies which materials are to be separated for recycling.

A03868-Requires that every written contract for the collection and transportation of commercial waste specify the recyclable, reusable and other components that are required to be separated in accordance with local law or ordinance.  Provides for civil fines of up to $1,000.

A06799-Provides that the $25.00 fee from the “New York Recycles” license plate is deposited into the EPF for funding municipal waste reduction and recycling projects.

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The Bigger, Better Bottle Bill

Recycling for the 21st Century

In the past 23 years, more than 80 billion bottles and cans have been returned and recycled thanks to the “bottle bill.”  The 5-cent refundable deposit on beer, soda and wine coolers has created an economic incentive for consumers to return their empty containers for recycling, instead of throwing them in the trash.  The average return rate is nearly 75%.  

But a lot has changed in the 23 years since 1982.  Instead of Chuck Knox, we have Mike Mularkey coaching the Bills.  Cabbage patch dolls are passé; this holiday season, kids want iPods.  And who in 1982 thought that anyone would pay for water in a bottle?

Today, bottled water, iced tea, sports drinks, and other non-carbonated beverages account for more than 21% of all beverage sales.  Unfortunately, these same beverages make up nearly two-thirds of the beverage containers littering New York’s shoreline, parks, trails and other public places.  In other words, non-returnable containers are six times more likely to end up as litter than containers bearing a five-cent deposit!

It’s time to bring recycling into the 21st century with the Bigger, Better Bottle Bill (A.2517B, S.1290B).  This bill would place a five-cent deposit on non-carbonated beverages not covered under the existing law, which would dramatically increase recycling in New York.  It would also provide new funding for local recycling programs by taking the unclaimed deposits from the beverage distributors and bottlers and putting this money into the State Environmental Protection Fund, generating an estimated $179 million a year.

More than 350 local governments, small businesses, and organizations across New York have endorsed the Bigger, Better Bottle Bill.  These include the New York Farm Bureau, New York Conference of Mayors, NYS League of Women Voters and many others.  And because of their help, the NYS Assembly already passed the law this year.

Next year, bill supporters will be working to advance this bill in the NYS Senate.  And we need your help!

Call or write your local senator and tell him/her to support the Bigger, Better Bottle Bill (S.1290B), which will keep our parks clean, encourage 
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more recycling and generate much-needed revenue for New York’s environmental programs.

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Mat-Ex Reminder

Mat-Ex: Western/Central NY Materials Exchange was started in 1992 as a waste reduction and reuse program. Its purpose is to keep those materials that are non-hazardous and have reuse value, out of landfills and incinerators. The side benefit of making an exchange is that the person or business with the material avoids paying for its disposal. The listing is not an “ad” and the program is not to be used as a means of making a profit. GLOW and its partners are municipal agencies whose mission is to increase waste diversion by following the State’s hierarchy of waste reduction, reuse and recycling, in that order. Funding for the program is by state grants and county contributions. The practice of asking the person or business taking the material to pay for it is discouraged. When there is a fee involved, it should be nominal and significantly less than market value. Some listers have had calls from people out-of-state, who had seen it on the Internet, and who asked the lister to pay for shipping. It seems only right that if you are obtaining materials free of charge you, the receiver, should make arrangements for transportation at little or no cost to the lister.  If you are listing materials and this issue comes up, feel free to remind the person of the purpose of this program.

Exchange Information Needed

It is extremely important to the success of the program that GLOW and its Mat-Ex partners keep a record of exchanges being made through the program. The information is used to obtain funding and to calculate recovery rates.  If you have a listing or listings in Mat-EX you are contacted three times a year, before a new hardcopy catalog is published. Please respond to your Mat-Ex representative when they contact you at these times, or better yet, mail or email the information to us as exchanges are made. An Exchange/ Removal form is in the back of the catalog. Exchanges can also be emailed or sent to GLOW using the exchange tally sheet that is sent with the confirmation letter that is sent when a listing is received.
